1) Review and approve minutes as amended

2)  Planning board assistant duties definition:  N/A, as Ms. Cobb resigned.  PB discussed next steps in hiring a candidate.  We will ask Tom H. to put ad in Visitor.  Local recruitment through solicitation and word of mouth.  Can flyers be posted at library and transfer station?

3)  Potential blasting on 251 Williamsburg Road.  Joe Strzegowski sent letter of inquiry on August 26.  Letter was cced to Tom H, building inspector.   No response received.  Bob Baker, fire chief, has not received request for blasting permit.  Joe will drive by the property to see what can be determined.  

4)  Bylaw: marijuana establishments. Review draft and plan for public hearing of September 17, special town meeting of September 24.  Conway town counsel recommended some changes, specifically concerned about language that indicated police department responsibility for establishing lighting standards.  Mary McClintock proposed revision of our public hearing draft.  Final revisions post hearing before the special town meeting.

Revisions to make:

11.5 D section – Remove reference to police department.  Add - Energy efficient site lighting to ensure public safety, maintained at minimum lumens necessary.  Additional safety features may be required.

Joe Strzegowski will do the edits and bring to public hearing, after consultation with Town Counsel.

Mary McClintock will send out edited version for us to adopt after public hearing.

Roles for hearing:  Joe will do edits based on tonight’s discussion and bring to special hearing

Joe will post and handle sign-in

We will have 25 copies of handout and our proposed bylaw.  If all don’t get distributed, extras can be used at special town meeting on the 24th.

5)  Private driveway numbering and Registry of Deeds – no response from Lee/assessors re: named drives list

6)  Maintaining PB page on website – Beth volunteers, and will be trained by Roy
